Canadian singer/songwriter
and activist Bruce Cockburn
visited Iraq without any fan-
fare two years ago, to witness
the situation for himself.

“We were just trying to get a
sense of what was happening
there with the people, because
stuff we were getting from
news reports, to this day,
couldn’t be relied upon — it
was just broad strokes,” he
says to the Edmonton Sun. “Any
news about the Iraqi people
was just in the context of an
explosion, with one of them
holding the body of their dead
child, or whatever.”

Born in Ottawa and singing
his politically and socially
aware way across North
America in a career that nears
four decades, Cockburn’s lat-
est album, Life Short Call Now,
includes the track s Is Bagh-
dad. Whereas Tell The Universe
takes aim at United States
president George W. Bush,
This Is Baghdad looks at ordi-
nary everyday life in the Iraqi
city.

Wrapping up a tour of the
American west coast, Cock-
burn says the reception has
been warm.

“The people who come to
my show aren’t from the fun-
damental fringe of America.
They’re people who have been
listening to my stuff for a
while,” he says. “I'm not get-
ting the redneck crowd.”
